Campus and Property Use Policy
In an effort to properly maintain our campus and facilities, and to uphold the integrity of the gospel and honor our Lord and Savior in all things, the GLBC Board of Directors sets forth the following guidelines for the use of GLBC.

1. Any event held on camp property will be pre-approved by the GLBC Board of Directors.
2. The camp facilities will only be made available for weddings and/or receptions that are an extension of and referral from an Association Church.  The Board of Directors reserves the right to refuse the use of the camp for any reason.
3. No wedding dances will be held on campus.

4. No tobacco and alcohol products are permitted on camp property.

5. The use of the kitchen equipment (ovens, dishwasher, etc.) requires a board-approved kitchen supervisor to be on site in the kitchen during the event.

6. Use of the chapel sound system requires a board-approved sound technician.

7. The beach is available but use of the waterfront is at your own risk.
8. The “renting party” is responsible for cleaning the facility they used, leaving camp “as they found it.”
9. A $100.00 damage deposit will be refunded after final inspection of the property.  The “renting party” is responsible for all damages.  
10. Rental fees for the use of camp property are payable directly to GLBC as follows:
a. Chapel use per event- $100.00.
b. Kitchen/Dining Hall use per event- $100.00.
11. The “renting party” is also responsible to pay the following applicable fees directly to the needed personnel:

a. Kitchen Supervisor- $100.00 per event.

b. Sound Technician- $100.00 per event.
